Abstract

Fossil Fuels and the Creation of the Modern World
Pete Hetherington

The modern world is unusually prosperous and liberal, and this is in large part due to stupendous
increases in energy consumption, most of which has been supplied by fossil fuels. While burning
fossil fuels has negative effects and a transition to alternate energy sources is inevitable, this process
will be longer and more difficult than many suppose. Like other episodes of climate change in the
geologic past, adaptation will play a significant role.

Pete Hetherington lives in Houston, Texas and Asheville, North Carolina. He received degrees in
geology from the University of Illinois (BS, 1979) and the University of Kentucky (MS, 1981) and
worked as an explorationist for Chevron for 11 years. In 1992, he joined Walter Oil & Gas., an
independent exploration and production company operating mainly in the offshore Gulf of
Mexico. Pete is the author of Unvanquished: Joseph Pilsudski, Resurrected Poland, and the Struggle

for Eastern Europe (2012) and The Power Matrix, A Graphical Guide to History, Socialism, and the
Left/Right Divide (2023).
